Introduction to Grade Seven History

Lesson 1: Perspective: Who Discovered North America?
· Separate class into 5 groups

· Give each group a card

· On Chart paper have them answer WHO, WHAT, WHERE, WHEN, HOW/WHERE
· Come back as big group

· Hand out chart to fill in as each group presents

· Have a group discussion. Ask them: So, WHO DISCOVERED NORTH AMERICA?
· The point is that they will all likely say it is the person/group that they did their chart paper work on

· When a student answers ask them why they think that.  Ask: does anyone think that someone else discovered North America?  Try to get them to debate it out.  

· Why are there so many answers to that question?

· Discuss/Debate

· Hand out sheet Who Discovered North America? And fill out the definitions for perspective, bias, prejudice…

· Ask each group to develop the definitions of the 3 words together without using a dictionary
· As a larger group develop definitions together

· Discuss the factors which would influence the way we interpret or understand history (culture, religion, gender, parents, media, peers, etc) and have a discussion about why they are such powerful forces in our lives
Who Discovered North America???

According to Anishshinabe/Ojibway people, a native tribe of North America, no one person actually “discovered” North America but rather they believe in a CREATION theory that suggests that they have ALWAYS been here.  These teachings have been handed down by word of mouth from generation to generation by their ancestors.

The basic premise of the Anishinabe creation story is that Kitchi-Manitou, the Great Mystery, had a vision of all creatures and he decided to bring both the creatures and vegetation into existence.  Then he wanted beings like himself to live on Earth with the creatures so GeezhigO-Quae, the Sky Woman, agreed to have children in his image.  There was a great resistance from the creatures already living on Earth – the animals.  However, after great persistence and help from some of the creatures on Earth, Sky Woman gave birth.  Her children and her children’s children became known as the Anishshinauback and the spread across the land making several tribes such as the Ojibway, Chippewa, Ottawa, Pottowatomi, and the Mississauga.
Who Discovered North America???

A welsh sailor from Britain named John the Skilful, discovered North America 17 years before Christopher Columbus.  He reached the Hudson’s Bay in 1475.  The reason little is known about the adventures of John the Skilful is because there were many people trying to find a fast route to Asia (when Europeans did not know America was in the way) and he did not want to give away his secrets.  John the Skilful also did not have the permission from the King to be sailing around and was involved in illegal trading with Greenland.  It is believed that John the Skilful told John Cabot about North America.  John Cabot did not reach Newfoundland until 1497.

*Welsh refers to people from Wales, which is part of Britain, next to England

Who Discovered North America???

According to some ancient stories, the Vikings came to Canada from northern Europe around 1000A.D.  over a thousand years ago.  The Vikings were raiders who used savage hit-and-run tactics which included murder, rape, and pillaging.  They would pillage as much treasure as possible.  They relied on the sea as their avenue for attack and they became very skilled seafarers.  Eric the Red was the first to venture into the distant waters and reached “Greenland”.  However, it was his son, Leif Ericsson, who continued his father’s explorations.  In the year 1000 or 1001 he sailed southwest from Greenland to the islands off the coast of northern Canada and finally to the shores of Newfoundland.  They found the land so inviting that they stayed through the winter before returning to Greenland.  Remains of their settlement were found in Newfoundland in the 1960’s.  Leif Ericsson named Newfoundland Vinland.

Who Discovered North America???

The first people in America came from Asia on foot.  During the ICE AGE, about 20,000 years ago, men and women from Asia walked across a narrow strip of land between Siberia (Russia) and what is now Alaska.  That land is now a body of water known as the Bering Strait.  They may have been looking for food or following a herd of animals and without knowing it they would discover America.  

The land was very fertile and became lush with grasses.  They traveled in small groups and followed the migration of herds like the woolly mammoth standing 13 feet high, the mastodon, and the giant ground sloth.  These large animals were man’s prey and without them they would have starved during the migration.  Some of these people stayed in the north and they are the Inuit.  Other groups moved south, as far as South America.  They are the Inca.  Some built canoes and settled in the Caribbean islands, and many lived in between.  As a result, when the Europeans arrived, people already lived in North America.

Who Discovered North America???

Christopher Columbus was Italian navigator and explorer who studied globes in Portugal.  He decided he wanted to try to sail around the world thinking that he would eventually find China or India.  European nations were competing to be the first to find India and China and set up trade routes and colonies to gain wealth.  Explorers like Columbus were hired to go out and find these places.  He was given money to pay for the voyage by Queen Isabella of Spain and he set off in September of 1492 with three ships.  It was not until October after severely underestimating the circumference of the Earth that he finally saw land.  Columbus landed in the Caribbean.  He thought he had landed in India.  He named the place he landed the West Indies.  This is how the Native Peoples of North America came to be known as Indians.

Lesson 2: Bias: The Body Ritual of the Snaidanac

Objective:  To demonstrate that one needs to be very careful about what one reads

To reveal prejudice, bias, and perspective in writing

1.  Cut the The Body Ritual of the Snaidanac into the defined sections-by number

2.  Ask students to read each section out loud by number (you should read #11 yourself)

3.  Put an overhead of the reading up so that the rest of the class can follow

4.  When finished the reading put a BLANK overhead up and write the word SNAIDANAC in the middle of the overhead

5.  Ask the class to give you as many details about the Snaidanac as they remember

6.  BRAINSTORM-jot their responses down  -  Help them remember

7.  Ask them to copy the web down in their notes

8.  Ask them to write down these two questions and answer them:

-Would you be friends with a Snaidanac?  Why or why not?

-Would you want a Snaidanac for a neighbour?  Why or why not?

9.  DISCUSS, DISCUSS, DISCUSS…
10.  Reveal the secret.  The secret is that Snaidanac spells Canadians backwards.

Go over the story to help it make sense to them-explain that this might be what the Europeans might have thought of the natives when they first arrived (and visa versa) and that depending on the perspective of the person writing that it will affect the way you see it…Could have been Martians writing about Canadians this way but because it was written as if they were some obscure tribe we fall into the trap of believing it.

Another thing to discuss with the class is that we can’t just believe everything we read.  Ask them who wrote this?  Discuss why it is important to make sure that sources are credible.  Anyone can write anything about anyone these days and we need to know how to decipher if what we are reading is fact or fiction.

· I received this lesson at my HISTORY HONOURS SPECIALIST course and I am happy to pass it on.  It works very well on intermediate students.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The Body Ritual of the Snaidanac

1.
The magical beliefs and practices of the Snaidanac are very unusual, so please do not be too shocked when you hear of the  extremes to which some tribes will go.  The culture of the Snaidanac is not well understood.  They are a North American group living in the territory between the Inuit of the North and the natives of the Plains.  No one really knows where they came from but many think they came from the east.

2.
The Snaidanac spends most of the day in ritual and ceremony.  The center of this activity involves the human body; its appearance and health are extremely important to them.  Their main belief is that the human body is ugly and that all it does is decay and disease.  Since humans are trapped inside this ugly body, their only hope to avoid decay and disease is through religious ritual and ceremony.  Every household had one or more shrines for this ritual and ceremony.  Powerful people in their society have several shrines.

3.
The strange rituals of the shrine are not shared by the family together, but are private and secret.  The most important place in the shrine is a box or chest which is built into the wall.  In this chest, the natives keep their important charms and magical potions.  These charms are bought from special religious people, something like wizards.  The most important wizards are the medicine men.  They do not provide the magic potions to the everyday native, however.  They write down the ingredients in an ancient and secret language.  The native must take this to an herbalist, very wise in plants and herbs.  It is he who, for a gift, supplies the charm.

4.
Underneath the charm box is a small basin.  Each day every member of the family, one after the other, enters the shrine room, bows his or her head before the charm box, mixes different kinds of holy water in the basin and then immerses themselves kind of like a Christian baptism.  

5.
The medicine men are the most important people in the society of the Snaidanac.  However, “holy-mouth-men” are second in line.  The Snaidanac have a supernatural horror of and also a fascination with the mouth.  It affects all their social relationships.  They deeply believe that without the rituals performed by the “holy-mouth-men” their teeth would fall out, their gums would bleed, their jaws would shrink, their friends would desert them, and their lovers would reject them.

6.
One of the daily body rituals performed is a mouth-rite.  Even though these people are so careful with their mouths, someone who had never seen this ritual would be revolted.  It has been reported that the ritual consists of inserting a small bundle of hog hairs into the mouth, along with certain magical powders, and then moving the bundle quickly in many different directions.

7.
Not only do they perform this ritual everyday, but they also go see the “holy-mouth-man” at least once and sometimes twice a year.  These wizards have impressive tools, consisting of a variety of augers, awls, probes, and prods much like the ones used for carving wood.  The “holy-mouth-man” opens the natives mouth and, using the tools, enlarges any holes which decay might have created in the teeth.  Magical materials fill the holes back up.  If the natives’ teeth don’t already have holes, large sections are gauged out so that the magical materials can be put in.  In the native’s view, the purpose of this ritual torture is to stop their teeth from decaying and to attract friends.  

8.
The medicine men have a very special and important temple called a “latip so” in every community.  The most elaborate of ceremonies take place at the temple and ceremonies for the very sick can only take place at the temple.  A permanent group of young women move quietly about the temple chambers wearing very special clothes and headdresses caring for the sick.  

9.
The latip so ceremonies and so harsh that it is surprising that many of the natives who enter ever recover.  The native entering the temple is stripped of all their clothes.  In every day life, outside the temple, the Snaidanac avoids exposing his or her body and its natural functions.  Bathing and excretory acts are done only in the secrecy of the household shrine.  So, it is a great shock for a Snaidanac to enter the latip so and lose the secrecy of the body.

10.
The young women of the latip so move around the temple inserting magic wands in a native’s mouth or forcing them to eat things which are supposed to heal them.  The medicine men jab magically treated needles into the native’s flesh.  Even though these temple rituals may not cure them and sometimes even kill them they have great faith in the medicine men.

11.
In conclusion, we should mention a few other ways of behaving which comes from the Snaidanac’s dislike of their bodies.  One ritual is used to make a woman breasts larger if they are small, and smaller if they are large.  Snaidanac women are often not happy with the size of their breasts.  A few women in their society who have huge breasts are idolized and some even make a good living simply by going from village to village allowing natives to stare at them for a fee.

12.
It was mentioned that excretory functions were done in secret.  Natural reproductive functions are also done in secret.  Intercourse is never talked about.  Efforts are made to avoid pregnancy by the use of magical materials or by limiting intercourse to certain phases of the moon.  Birth takes place in secret as well, without friends and relatives to assist, and many women do not nurse their infants.

13.
Our review of the Snaidanac has certainly shown them to be a magic-ridden people.  It is hard to understand how they have managed to exist so long under the limits they have set for themselves.  But, even such weird customs as the ones practiced by the Snaidanac take on real meaning when we read what an anthropologist had to say:



“Looking at other civilizations from our highly 



developed society, it is easy to see how absurd



and backward the use of magic really is.”    
Lesson 3: Struggle for Power

Using the Canada Revisited Textbook, page 14 (or another Canadian History textbook) begin reading out loud as a class.  Along the way discuss the most important topics:

Stress the following:

EXPLORATION

-people were living on this land before European explorers decided to explore new lands looking for India and China and the spice trade that was very lucrative

- European explorers would claim land in the name of their mother country (King and or Queen would send them and fund their trip) and were doing so in order to gain wealth and power for them regardless that the land already belonged to other people 
COLONIZATION

- In order to keep that power and to be able to continue to lay claim to the land they needed to set up colonies and permanent settlements

- Colonists were then forced to interact with the Native Peoples (the original settlers of the land) and develop relationships with them

MERCANTILISM

- They needed their natural resources or raw materials (fish, fur, lumber) and therefore were forced to build ties with Native tribes so as to not cause wars
- The French were much, much better at this then the English (many French men took Native wives and developed strong alliances with the Natives)
- They began trading with the Natives – metal implements for fish, fur, and lumber
- the Fish, fur, and lumber would be returned to the mother country to be made into finished goods and sold at markets to gain more wealth (gold and silver) for their King or Queen

Read pages 14, 15, 16, and 17 as a group

The diagram on page 16 is very good at explaining Mercantilism

Make sure they have a solid grasp of EXPLORATION, COLONIZATION, and MERCANTILISM 

Lesson 4: Mercantilism 

1.  Divide students into small groups where they will prepare a short skit on Mercantilism using the package of symbols you provide for them.  Rubric has been provided as well.
2.  Have groups present their skits (Oral mark & History mark)

3.  Ask each student to prepare a FLOW / CYCLE DIAGRAM (examples provided) on an 11 x 17 piece of paper using the symbols from their skits to demonstrate their understanding of MERCANTILISM.  Stress that all parts of the process must be included.  I put all 13 symbols up on the board and stress that each one should be represented in their diagram.
Cycle Diagrams are a type of graphic organizer that shows how items are related to one another in a repeating cycle. Use a cycle diagram when there is no beginning and no end to a repeating process. 

In making a cycle diagram, the student must identify the main events in the cycle, how they interact, and how the cycle repeats. 
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Flow diagrams are a type of graphic organizer that visually display a chain of instructions used to complete a complicated process. 

               


Steps in Mercantilism
1. Mother Country (Europe) send explorers to New World

2. They take with them finished goods to trade in other parts of the world

3. Trade their finished goods for raw materials (fish, wood, fur) to bring back to Europe – raw materials were bought inexpensively as well
4. Set up colonies to provide a market in the New World for finished products made in Europe
5. In Europe the raw materials were turned into finished goods

6. Finished goods were then sold all over the world for far more than had been paid so Europe accumulated wealth in gold and silver

Lesson 5: The Rabbits & the Influence of European Settlers
1.  Hand out : Where Do I Stand? from Think Literacy

2.  On the topic line have students write: The arrival of white Europeans to North America was a positive experience.
Have students place an “X” on the line where they stand on this topic.

Do they strongly agree, strongly disagree, or are they unsure (midpoint)?

OPTION: You can also have students form an actual line physically placing themselves where they feel they fall on that line.  Ask for a person who strongly agrees.  Then ask them who strongly disagrees.  Then ask them to fill in the line where they fit.  You can find the midpoint (those who are undecided) and get them to “fold” the line in half.  You can then give them a few minutes to come face to face with a person who feels the polar opposite to themselves.  Those in the middle can discuss why they can’s decide.  

As a group brainstorm the reasons for strongly agreeing or disagreeing and fill out the chart  

3.  Read The Rabbits by John Marsden & Shaun Tan to the class.

Discuss the book.  You may want to introduce the concept of allegory:
What is an allegory? 

: a story in which the characters and events are symbols that stand for truths about human life

Synonyms fable, parable 
Related Words morality play; legend, myth, narrative, tale

After reading the book and a class discussion, ask students to re-evaluate their position and place an “x” on the line at the bottom if they feel their position has changed.
Have them explain their position at the bottom.

Opportunity for Writing

You may have them hand in a paragraph in which they express their point of view in a more formal way now that they have been exposed to several points of view.  Re-introduce the concepts of perspective and bias and that their perspective depends on where they come from, where they’ve been, culture, religion, etc. to get their brain juices flowing before writing. 
How to Write Persuasively!!

Don't you just love it when you can argue with someone and get them to come around to your way of thinking?

That's what persuasive writing is all about!

WHY WRITE TO PERSUADE?

· The goal of "argument" is to win acceptance of your ideas when others, for whatever reason, don't agree with you.
The argument itself makes us take a closer look at our own and others' ideas more carefully.  

Writing persuasively helps us to:

· look at evidence
· state ideas more clearly
· to consider claims of the opposition (the other side) fairly
· to justify your own position
Writing persuasively works best when there is a disagreement of some sort; a wrong that needs "righting".

If there is no disagreement, then there is no point to writing the argument!

4.  In STEP 7 when you ask the students to return to their HOME group of the Graffiti Strategy, they are to: “Prepare to report the information by reading it carefully, and deciding what is most important to tell the whole class…”  Have them choose the two most important ideas from the chart paper to present to the rest of the class in order to fill out a FISHBONE diagram.
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Example of a FISHBONE Diagram:
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Where the factor 1, 2, 3, 4, etc. are in the FISHBONE have children write in the question (or have it written in for them) and then have each group share the 2 most important details they outlined and each student is expected to fill in their own fishbone diagram.
