Video Resource - Aftermath: the Remnants of War directed by Daniel Sekulich

This current video (aired for first time on TV on History Television November 2001) includes an excellent section examining the long term effects of Agent Orange on the Vietnamese. Seven out of twelve children have survived as lingering victims of that environmental war. The content examines the physical effects of Agent Orange, what Vietnam has been able to provide in special care facilities, and raises the ethical issue of whether the United States should share responsibility to provide financial support for the Vietnamese victims as has already been done for American veterans. The section dealing with the Vietnam War would be no more than 15 minutes. Other content refers to personal memorabilia, body parts, and other archival material such as dog tags still surfacing in Europe from WWI and WWII, as well as the more recent hazards of removing land mines from Bosnia.
