Presentation is disorganized - order of topics is scrambled - class doesn’t understand what you are talking about 





Major parts of your topic are not covered





Too many tiny, dull details on some topics,


Class gets bored





Skits are not practiced. Skits and demonstrations are too rushed - class does not understand what is going on, or skits are so disorganized that the class does not understand what is supposed to be happening





Speakers sound bored - no life - no energy to voices - monotones put class to sleep





Speeches are not practiced. Frequent halts in speeches as students stumble over words or lose their place





Speakers just stand and talk - nothing to keep class interested - no action movement

Team is ready


- all speakers know what to do, what to say


- team has practised their entire presentation    so everyone knows what to do
