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The Ultimate “Top Ten” Project

At the end of each unit we study, you were required to prepare a “Top Ten” assignment, as a way of reviewing the time period we just studied. As we approach the end of the course, your final major assignment is to create an ultimate Top Ten list for Canada and Canadians, going from 1896 to 2002!

Here are the units we have studied. You were required to prepare a Top Ten list for each one:


1.  Canada at the Turn of the Century: 1896 - 1913






2.  Canada in World War One: 1914 - 1919


3.  Canada between the Wars: 1920 - 1939


4. Canada in World War Two: 1939 - 1945


5. Canada in the Cold War Years: 1946 - 1967


6. Canada since 1967: 1967 - Today

For your Cumulative Project you are to select the ten most important events, trends, developments for Canada and Canadians for the entire 106 year period. You are to look for:

The most significant and influential positive events, trends or developments for Canada and Canadians from 1896-2002. 
-        The most significant and influential negative events, trends, or



 developments for Canada and Canadians from 1896 - 2002

Other extremely important events, trends, or developments even if you are not certain whether they were more negative or positive in their impact on Canada and Canadians.

You will then write a report that:
1. Identifies the top ten events, trends, developments for Canadians in the last one hundred and

     five years

2. Ranks them from 1 ( most important ) to 10 ( least important ).

3. Clearly explains why each selection was important ( why it made the Top Ten  list ) and why

    it deserved the rank you gave it.

4. Includes the best possible picture to illustrate each selection.

5. The finished report will be roughly five pages long ( two selections per page), in proper

      English, and very neat.

6. Put all of  this information together:


- on a piece of poster paper


- or in a scrapbook or duotang

      along with an overall title page..

1. Do a search for possible choices:

Once we finish a unit of study, go through your notes and try to identify any major events or trends we noted and list any famous Canadians we made notes on.



Think of events or developments that deeply affected the lives of millions of



 Canadians, or that affected at least one very large group very deeply.



Examples: 
All adult Canadian women get the right to vote and to use our legal system

Canada has a major victory or defeat in war that affects the entire outcome of the war for our side.





All non-white, non-European minorities get full equal legal rights





Over 2/3rds of all Canadian families suffer a deep loss in income

and massive uncertainty about their survival due to the Great Depression

Hints: The first page of each chapter mentions any key trends in the “Introduction”.  Key changes will also turn up as chapter sub-headings. 


    
Your textbook also has special inserts on famous Canadians

Go through the chapter in your textbook to find pictures that are excellent illustrations for your selection of famous people and major events or developments.

When we are in the Library go through the books on the tables. Look for obvious choices such as “Famous Canadians” or “Great Canadian Events”

2.  Make your final selections:
� 

Remember you are being judged on the quality of your selections. Make sure the people and events you have selected are ones that have had a major impact on Canada or the lives of Canadians. Are your final selections better than all the other possible choices you have investigated?

3. Prepare high quality written explanations:
� 

You have to write a paragraph for each of your choices that clearly explains the main reason why you selected this topic. Examples: 

I selected the development of the Internet as one of my choices for the 1970 to 2002 time period because it has changed the way millions of Canadians access information. A home, at school, or at work, the Internet gives us access to an incredible amount of information from anywhere in the world, in seconds. This is the greatest information explosion in History.

For your top ten list you have to clearly explain why each choice is one of the very most important events of developments in Canada’s last 100 years.



 I selected immigration between 1896 and 1913 as one of my choices 



 Three million people came to Canada in just fifteen years. this doubled our



population, greatly increased our work force and economy. It also put 1 ½ million



people into western farms. Because of this there was much less chance our west

would be taken over by Americans. As well, Canada gained two new provinces: Alberta and Saskatchewan, and a major new export - wheat. Finally, this immigration made Canada a much more multicultural country.
