PHASE I


For this phase of the ISU, you are required to submit a written statement regarding your topic that will include the following:

1) Identification of your topic with a very brief explanation of the historical context/background and the historical importance of your topic. (2 marks)

2) A brief explanation of why you have chosen the topic and a description of your starting frame of reference (what you already know about your topic prior to any research). (2 marks)

3) A statement of the limits or scope of your topic; for example, time frame, geographical location, particular people to be discussed, key ideas. (1 mark)

4) Your tentative thesis (this may/likely change once you get into more in depth research). This will provide you an invaluable focus through which further reading will be channelled. (3 marks)

5) A brief explanation of the contemporary relevance of your topic; in other words who cares? Why should we care about this topic? (1 mark)

6) Proof of preliminary research – a book on your topic, notes taken from a reference (source identified) etc. (1 mark)

TIPS FOR PHASE I

· Check basic sources for background and overview information

· READ READ READ! Become familiar with your topic and identify key concepts and ideas that interest you.

· Test out thesis and see if your sources provide adequate material for the necessary research.

PHASE II


For this phase of the ISU, you will provide a plan of research, as well as your tentative bibliography. You may add sources later to final ISU.

1) An introduction – this introduces your topic to the reader – includes the scope, focus etc, catches the interest of the reader. (3 )

2) A thesis – this should be clear and arguable. (2)

3) A plan of how your essay will proceed – the subtitles, sections that will support your essay. (5)

4) A bibliography – these should be presented in proper bibliographic order. You must include at least ONE PRIMARY SOURCE. (5)

PHASE III


This is the rough draft stage of the ISU. Ideally this should be TYPED on a computer, which will permit easier editing for the final draft.

1. Point form notes, on each reference. At the top of page, (or index card, etc) include bibliographic information, then take point form notes. (4)

2. Graphic organizer, showing planning of key ideas prior to writing draft (5)

3. Draft, typed with references. (10)

4. Bibliography, in proper format – no annotations (10)  (Summative)

5. Peer editor (notes and signature) (1)

NOTE – DRAFT WILL BE HANDED IN WITH FINAL PAPER

PHASE IV

 This is the final copy of essay – see rubric attached for assessment/evaluation expectations. Include rough draft and final graphic organizer with final essay.
