“Ferment continued in Italy following the events of 1830, though order was restored throughout the peninsula and its governments remained staunchly conservative.  Uprisings and demonstrations broke out in town after town and most of them were directly related to the work of Guiseppe Mazzini.

Mazzini absorbed something of the republican and radical traditions of his hometown ,  Genoa.  In exile most of his life, he ceaselessly conspired with acquaintances all over Europe, and published highly effective propaganda.  His intent was revolutionary and his Young Italy movement was far more democratic and radical than the Carbonari or the revolutions led by discontented officials in the 1820s.  A unified Italy was his first concern but his influence was European-wide, for he incorporated romantic values with patriotic visions of national independence, democracy, social reform and progress.”
