CHC 2L1 - CANADIAN HISTORY IN THE 20TH CENTURY

Credit Value: 1 credit (compulsory)



Prerequisite: None




Course Description:


This course focuses on the connections between the student and key people, events, and themes in Canadian history from World War I to the present.  Students prepare for the Grades 11 and 12 Workplace Preparation history courses through the development and extension of historical literacy and inquiry skills.  

Students explore a variety of topics highlighting individuals and events that have contributed to the story of Canada.  The major themes of Canadian identity, internal and external relationships, and changes since 1914, are explored through guided investigation.

Students have the opportunity to extend analytical skills with a focus on identifying and interpreting events and perspectives and making connections.  Students practice reading, writing, visual, and oral literacy skills, and mathematical literacy skills to identify and communicate ideas in a variety of forms.

Remembrance Task

We always try to do our best to remember those veterans who fought in major global conflicts and on peacekeeping missions through a variety of ways.  Also, we have to remember that History only exists if someone knows about it and remembers it.

THE ASSIGNMENT

This is to be completed individually.  You are to select ONE of the choices below to complete:

a) Commemorative Stamp

To remember a famous person or event, Canada Post often issues a set of commemorative stamps that are used in everyday circulation or as collectables.

You are to create a Commemorative Stamp of a person or group of people that you feel should be remembered.  To complete this task, you will need:

• 
a photo or drawing of the person or group you are remembering

• 
a two or three paragraph explanation as to why you have created a commemorative stamp of this person or group

b) Newspaper Report

Journalists have experienced first had the horrors of war all the way back before World War One.

You are to write a brief newspaper article or general report about what a journalist would have seen firsthand in a battle during World War One.  You could select a specific battle that we have learned about OR a typical day in Trench Warfare.  To complete this task you will need:

• 
a report of about three paragraphs long (200 words)

• 
a photograph of a battle scene

THE EXPECTATIONS

Your written work must be proofread and have correct spelling and grammar.  Be sure to check it with a computer word processor or peer editor.

You will also be provided a short amount of class time in a computer lab to assist with this assignment.

CHC 2L1 - Mind Mapping Task

Identity, Change and Relationships

A Mind Map is a way of expressing your ideas by connecting similar pieces of information in a visual diagram.  We will use the program Smart Ideas to create a Mind Map by connecting together the ideas that we have learned about Canada’s Identity, Change and Relationships.

THE ASSIGNMENT

Individually, you will create a Mind Map using Smart Ideas that reflects what you have learned about Canada’s Identity, Change and Relationships.

USING SMART IDEAS

• Open the program by double clicking on the SMART Ideas icon.

• In the New SMART Ideas Diagram window, click the CANCEL button.

• On the left side of the screen, you can select the type of “symbols” you are going to use for your terms and ideas in the Mind Map.  You can also change the font size.  In the middle of your page, type in the word CANADA.

• Somewhere around the work CANADA, type in three more words in separate bubbles - IDENTITY, RELATIONSHIPS, CHANGE.

• Around each of the words Identity, Relationships and Change, type in FOUR separate words that represent each of these ideas that we have learned about so far in the course.

• After placing your words, click on the CONNECTORS button on the left.  Double click on the type of connector line you want to use and that line will appear on your diagram.  You can now move and stretch out the connector to connect to your bubbles.

• When all of your connectors are done, you can go to the Internet and find ONE picture that best represents each of the three key topics of Identity, Relationships and Change.  You can also use the CLIPART button on the left side to find a Clipart piece that may fit on your Mind Map.  To use the Clipart, simple left click the picture you want and hold the mouse button down, then drag it to the spot you want it.

• When you are finished your Mind Map, save it!  Then, print a copy to be handed in.

Write a paragraph for each image that explains to the viewer why you chose it.  For example, you will want to note WHY this was an important person, group or event and what IMPACT it had.

CREATING A TITLE

Create a title for your photo essay that summarizes what you feel happened in Canada from 1914 - 1939.  The title should reflect the theme of your photo essay.

DISPLAYING YOUR WORK

Your photo essay will be put on display for others to see.  You may want to mount your photos and paragraphs on bristol board or something similar.  Your paragraphs need to be typed and spell checked.
