Every school will have their own unique way of recognizing the class and school winners of the Active Citizenship Charity Research assignment. 

Funds could be raised by class car washes, student donations, parent council donations, corporate sponsorship, etc. to provide money for the winning charity.
These are just a few suggestions to recognize your students:
1. certificate for class winners
2. photograph and post picture of winning group in classroom
3. “Charity Fair” at the lunch hour for students to present their charity to the school
4. winning video played at Parent’s Night/Program Nights/Excellence Evening
5. recognized at award assemblies e.g. Breakfast of Champions 
6. winning video shown to Parent Council
