A political analysis of your life

The purpose of this assignment is to have you apply political terminology and theory to three areas of your life.  For many, this would entail your family, friends, and school.  Other aspects of life such as sports teams or clubs can also be used for this analysis.

Instructions:

1. Use the classroom handouts, notes and the textbook as a guide to the terminology and basic political theories you may use to describe your family and all those who influence your life. 

2. Your analysis must consider and discuss how people, rules, customs etc. within these areas of your life could be described using terms such as dictator, constitutional monarch, prime minister, etc.. You should also be applying forms of political organization (democracy, oligarchy, theocracy etc.) and socio-economic forms (capitalism, communism, socialism).  For example, perhaps you could characterize a member of your family as a dictator or your home structure as being somewhat communist in nature because everything is shared, or perhaps your school’s principal is an absolute monarch ruling over a semi-democratic capitalist state.  Be fair, but be creative.
Of note:

· This report is to be 2.5-4 pages in length; typed, double-spaced in full paragraph form with a cover page and creative title. 

· The finished product should be clear & concise; fully explaining how 3 aspects of your life exhibit various models of socio-political order. 
· This paper should also not be boring; choose areas of your life that you will be passionate about.

· The first paragraph should supply the reader with a general introduction to the topic of civics and how there is political order in all aspects of one’s life.  

· The second paragraph will explain how various civics related positions, types of government and types of societies are present in a particular aspect of your life. The third and fourth paragraph will do the same for other aspects of your life. 
· Finally, a conclusion should summarize how different aspects of political order are prevalent in your life.  
· Kindly hand in your rubric with your paper so that Adams can enjoy the trees in his next lifetime.

avoid a ‘fruitopia’
Students are to write a 2.5-4page detailed description of their ideal society, incorporating various course concepts and terms. In this formal, written assignment, the students’ views on how society should be organized in terms of its social, political and economic institutions should be evident and goal oriented; meaning that their ideology will be a process that will eventually lead to their vision of what society should be.  

As students explain this ‘utopia’, they must incorporate numerous course concepts and terms wherever appropriate.  For example, a student may wish to explain how a theocracy or aristocracy would be the ideal government, but also how perhaps society’s economic needs could be met by a more communist system. 

Please note that this assignment MUST:

· This report is to be 2.5-4 pages in length; typed, double-spaced in full paragraph form with a cover page and creative title. 

· Have an introductory and concluding paragraph.

· Effectively use numerous concepts and terms from unit one in the paper’s content.

· Accurately (but briefly) explain the nature of each course-related term and/or concept included 

· Include an outline submitted at the end of the paper to demonstrate the depth of thought that went into the paper’s construction.  

· Be free of mechanical errors.

· Impress Adams with both its passion and detailed content.

All students are strongly encourage to look at the exemplars from previous classes.

WELCOME TO THE MACHINE”
The study of Civics is in part, the analysis of how our society’s institutions govern the people and the reasons for its structural design and processes.  However, Civics is also a study that seeks to question not only the system of government, but also the state of society so that the status quo can be improved to meet the necessary challenges of societal evolution effectively.  

Throughout history, one of the most popular methods of protest and political questioning has been through music.  Today’s music, though varied, is well aware of its potential to bring the attention of our global society to a specific issue of importance.  Issues that are popular topics in music include sexism, civil rights violations, political, social and economic oppression, and the goals of the educational system.  For the nature of this assignment, students will obtain the lyrics to a song that they feel has a strong political message and produce a short written report outlining its message and the relevance of that message to today’s society.  

Of note:

· This report is to be 2.5-4 pages in length; typed, double-spaced in full paragraph form with a cover page and creative title. 

· The finished product should be a clear, concise argument that proves how the chosen song has a definite, powerful, civics-related message.

· This paper should also not be boring; choose a song that you will be passionate about, regarding an issue that is just as intriguing to your own interests.

· The first paragraph should supply the reader with a general introduction to the song, including a listing of the artist, writer, album and the year it was produced.  A short summary of some major societal trends during the time of the song’s release should follow (for example, if your song comes from 1965, African-Americans had just been given the vote in the United States, thousands were protesting America’s initiative in the Vietnam, teens were becoming more recognized as a legitimate group in society, and the second wave of feminism was occurring in North America).  In addition, the general message of the song should be outlined here.

· The next portion of the paper should be a detailed explanation of how at least 3-5 parts of the lyrics support this message with outstanding depth and creativity.  

· Finally, a conclusion should explain how this is a powerful piece of protest or political expression; and how the message is relevant to today’s society.  
· Kindly hand in your rubric with your paper so that Adams can enjoy the trees in his next lifetime.

The purpose of this assignment is for students to design a display depicting 

A)  the structures of the federal, provincial & municipal governments, 

B)  the powers that each branch of government has, 

C)  and the ramifications of 4 sections of the Charter of Rights & Freedoms.  

The finished product can be in a variety of visual formats, including a bristol board display, booklet, cube, web page, PowerPoint presentation, etc. Regardless of the medium chosen, students are required to ensure that the presentation is quite creative and (most importantly) conveys the information required both quickly and clearly to the viewer. For this reason, the heavy use of visuals such as flowcharts and pictures are greatly encouraged. 

Of note:

· The finished package must have a creative title, which cannot be the title used above on this assignment sheet. 

· The package must have an overall theme that is evident in the kinds of visuals used.  Typically, the style of pictures, charts and background material are used to convey this theme. 

· Given the wide range of media forms available to students for this project, it is expected that the finished product be visually appealing.

· For complex concepts such as these, it is important to ensure clarity for those who may not know very much about politics.  Students are therefore required to construct their visuals in a manner that ensures concepts will be clearly understood by the viewer and information will be conveyed quickly (bulleted points and small bits of text within charts are useful for this purpose).

· All information is to be in the students’ own words.
Students are encouraged to compose a plan early so that it may be assessed by 

Mr. Adams. Doing so will increase the likelihood of success.

On the Inside & On the Fringe  
By now, students have begun researching a prescribed political party within the Canadian parliamentary system.  The students’ job is now to present that information in a short, yet effective presentation.  In groups of 3-4, students will work together to divide responsibilities evenly, and will role play as representatives of their particular assigned party speaking to a high school civics class, trying to win the support of future voters.

The content of the 10 -15 minute presentation must be as follows:
· Begin with introductions of yourselves and, if applicable, your roles within the party.

· Introduce the party and explain your party’s ideology.

· Explain the key areas of your party’s platform (the list of things your party would do if its members were elected), and why each is important to the nation and its people.

This component should really push the party’s ideological values.  For example, if the party’s initiatives are 

largely based the peaceful state that comes with yogic flying (yes, it’s an actual example!) you might explain  

their proposal to lower the speed limit to 80km/hr. on highways as “an effort to slow down the pace of life 

and thus bring us closer to balance with nature”.

· Conclude by summarizing what the party’s platform will generally do for society as a whole, and with a party slogan; which you can either borrow from your party or compose yourselves.

Following the above component:

Following your group’s presentation, the class will be given the opportunity to ask you questions about your party’s ideology and platform.  

· These will likely be quite critical, as is typical in politics.  As part of the ‘Thinking/Inquiry” component of this assignment, presenters will be required to answer these questions in role as members of the party.  

· Therefore, all the answers given to these questions must be consistent with the party’s ideology and platform. 

· On any given day, members of the class not presenting are required to take notes during the presentations to keep track of the content and devise questions to ask during this ‘question period’.  By the time all presentations have been completed, each student must have asked a minimum of 2 meaningful questions to the various presenters.  This accomplishment will be counted towards the ‘Learning Skills’ component of the course. 

Of importance: 

· Please keep in mind that while you may disagree with much of the party’s ideology and/or platform initiatives, your goal is to present material in a manner that truly represents the values of the party.

From the fringe to the forefront
Now that you have become familiar with the nature of personal ideology, party ideology, party platforms and the function of government; students will now A) create a political party’s ideology and platform and then B) the profile of the districts they represent.  Each student will be required to produce a report that details the following:

Part Eh:  The Party 

The party that students create must have roots in basic political philosophy, though it also must be entirely original and creative in every way.   

This party must also have a realistic structure that includes:

· An official party name and logo

· A clearly stated, eloquently composed party ideology, which effectively summarizes the many values of the party. 

· An explanation of where your party stands on the political spectrum, accompanied by a visual depicting that position.

· A party platform outlining at least 10 actions your party would take if elected.  An explanation of why this change should happen must follow EACH proposed action. 

· A list of the party members, their titles and ridings; in order of importance.  This would start with the party leader, followed by the cabinet or shadow cabinet (Minister of Health, Finance, Health Critic, Finance Critic, etc.), and finally ending with the backbenchers.  Typically, a member of parliament would be listed as:

Hon. Peter MacKay

Min. of Foreign Affairs

Dog River   

Part Bee:  The Constituency

Once you are in a party and have defined the ideology and platform, students must then develop a profile of the riding they represent in Parliament.  Conduct web-based research, using reliable sites such as those of various towns/cities, then complete this profile by summarizing in your own words: 

· The name of the riding

· Its geographic features and why they are important

· Demographics (census data about constituents, including such information as job classification, prominent ethnicities, etc.) 

· Driving forces or problems in the local economy

· Transportation features, such as major highways, rail links, airports, etc. and their importance to the area.

· Any other important features of the riding, such as tourist sites, historical sites, etc. 

Further notes:

It should be noted that each riding will be notably different.  In addition, all information should be merged with the party information described so that a complete picture of you as a Member of Parliament (MP), the party you are affiliated with, and your constituency are clearly defined AND compliment each other.  If your party’s ideology simply does not meet the needs of your constituency, the party has failed to represent their people; and the governmental format of indirect democracy has consequently failed as well.   Feel free to use diagrams, or other visual formats that will enhance the clarity of your report. 

Please note that this assignment MUST:

· Be typed, double-spaced with a cover page and 2 – 4 pages of text. 

· Effectively use numerous concepts and terms from unit two in the paper’s content.

· Be free of mechanical errors.

· Impress Adams with both its passion and detailed content.

An Introduction to the Perils of Parliament
The Scenario:

Canada is a socialist-democratic country with a constitutional monarchy and a multi-party system.  The constitution outlines a system of government based on British parliamentary tradition and American federalism.  As an elected Member of Parliament, your job is to actively represent your riding’s constituency in government.  As a representative you must belong to a political party that closely resembles your social and political ideological philosophies.  Once in a party, the Speaker of the House will guide MPs through the process of leadership conventions and then passing a law on an important national issue.  

In this exercise, each political party will play a role in the passing of a bill into law in the Federal/Provincial parliament.  To make this realistic, the law to be passed will be chosen from an important issue currently or soon to be debated in the Capital.  In order to speed up the debate, we will begin the process with the Third Reading of the bill (see page 114 in the textbook).  

As a Member of Parliament, your task will be to:

a) Research the issue to be debated (all rough work to be submitted).

b) Prepare a position paper/speech on the issue according to your party’s political philosophy and your defined role within the party (ex. Minister of Health, Health Critic, etc.).  This speech will be 1-2 minutes in length, and will be spoken in the House during Third Reading. This will take place on _________________.

· Your speech must be clear and easy for your opponents to follow.  Outline your main point, and then ‘roadmap’ your arguments:

“Thank-you Mr. Speaker. The government has put forward this bill thinking that it will gain them popularity with the voters of the nation.  We on side opposition are vehemently opposed to this bill, which must fall for the following three reasons:  1. it has been proven through numerous studies that the strategy outlined by the government simply doesn’t work, 2. the tax dollars required to implement this strategy should be spent on more pertinent items of importance and 3. the government’s strategy seeks to construct a society that is not at all what Canadian values stand for.  

“Firstly. . .”
· While delivering the speech, tell your opponents when you are moving to your second argument:

“Now on to my second argument. . .”
· Towards the end, have a powerful conclusion:

“Mr. Speaker, what the Government has put forward is a bill for the corrosion of Canadian values of peace, order and good government; and a recipe for disaster in terms of our judicial system’s quality and our country’s position in the global economy.  For all of these reasons, this is why this bill surely must fall.”

· During speeches, you will be required to take notes to prepare a rebuttal.  Essentially, you are preparing to argue what your opponents are saying.  For every speaker, list their name, the riding they represent and their points.

c) Prepare for and participate in Question Period in accordance with the roles assigned to you by your party leader.  Each person must contribute to the debate in such a way that it reflects the role they hold within Parliament, their political party and the riding they represent.  Question Period will take place on ______________.

On this date, members of the Opposition are invited to question the Government, while the Government is called upon to defend their resolution.  

· Each MP in opposition will be called upon to offer a critique of the Government’s points, and each MP for the Government will have to offer points to defend their bill.  

· Each of these rebuttals will be short, lasting from 30 seconds to 1 minute.  They should, however be quite powerful:

“Mr. Speaker, this bill put forth by the Government simply will not make the impact that they claim it will.  This has been proven by the numerous facts and studies brought forward by myself and my colleagues on side Opposition.  It therefore seems obvious, Mr. Speaker, that the Government has simply put forward this bill to appeal to a key group of voters that currently do not support their party.  Why don’t they stop wasting the taxpayers’ dollars and the House’s time; and for once put their efforts towards real solutions to real issues of importance to all Canadians?!”
OR

“Well, Mr. Speaker; it’s obvious that the honourable member of the Opposition simply does not care about the opinions of the minority in this country.  This is quite disappointing, as I didn’t think that we would have to remind her that our job is to represent all Canadians.  This bill will not alter the priorities of the judicial system in Canada as noted by the honourable member, because what we on side Government propose is to alter only one aspect of the Canadian Criminal Code, dealing with a small number of criminals.  Our proposition is necessary because the current situation has been deemed unacceptable to Canadians and as the Government, we must address the needs of our constituency and act accordingly in their best interest!”
· Your ability to participate in Question Period effectively is very dependant on the notes you’ve taken during the speeches.  Between the first day of speeches and Question Period, you will have 1-2 days to prepare arguments, rebuttals and counter-arguments with your party.   

Parliamentary Rules of Engagement:

1. Each Member of Parliament must sit on the appropriate side of the House of Commons and must be identified by a large desk sign identifying who they are, their party affiliation and their riding; for example, “The Rt. Hon. Scooby Doo – Springfield – Looney Tunes Party”

2. The PM, as leader of the government, will open the debate by outlining the benefits of enacting the bill into law.  His/her speech should summarize the position of the party as a whole.  The individual MPs of the Government will later expand on individual points in their speeches.  Afterwards, the Leader of the Opposition will then address Parliament on the reasons why the bill should be scrapped.

3. After the leaders have spoken, each MP must address parliament with a 1-2 minute speech/position paper either in support or opposition of the bill, depending on their role.

4. While the other side is speaking, you are expected to keep detailed notes so that you are able to prepare an effective rebuttal (counter-agument).  These detailed notes should record what each opposing MP said and the evidence they used so that questions can be formed and posed during Question Period.  For the purpose of this debate, there will be a __________ organizational break before Question Period.

5. During Question Period, the floor will be open to debate.  The order of speakers will alternate between government and opposing sides; and will be determined by the Speaker of the House through a show of hands.  An effective Question Period will be determined by how you rebut the opposing parties’ points by questioning the validity of a single point at a time.  In other words, your job will be to identify a single problem with their argument, elaborate further and then close with a question for the other side.  

6. In keeping with parliamentary procedure, no MP shall address an opposing MP directly.  Instead, all speeches and rebuttals must be addressed to the Speaker of the House (see examples above).  

7. There will be no tolerance for any profanity or inappropriate remarks in Parliament.  

8. No one may drown out a speaker.  

9. Attack the issue; not the person.

10. After every speaker is finished, their party must ‘thump’ in support.  Other MPs may do so if they agree with that speaker. 

11. After Question Period is over, the Speaker will call for a vote, asking each of the MPs to rise and say either ‘yea’ or ‘nay’ in regards to passing the bill as it currently stands.
