1. To see what skills you might develop in preparing battle-plan strategy

2. To gain familiarity with some helpful and interesting Internet sites connected to World War II.

Rationale: 

· Internet use is a preferred method  of student learning

· Can be used in labs, on classroom laptops or accessed from home

As an opening to understanding the mindset of the Canadian soldier when war broke out, students could read a series of short pieces from the Juno Beach site and for each one construct a brief diary entry of a young man in Canada:

Begin with: Events: On the Eve of War: WAR! 

Students should read the opening article under Events: On the Eve of War: War! and then write an entry as a young man between 18-20 and his feelings about the war.

Conversely, they could consider the three quotes from newspapers of September 11, 1939 and respond to them.

Move on to Events: The Canadians in Order of Battle: It promises to be a long and exhausting war:

In carrying on with the Diary Theme, students could read the information about how ready (unready) Canada was for war in September 1939 and then respond in a diary entry of a new recruit.

Conversely, have them read the quote from King’s address to Parliament and the summary of Canada’s intent at that point in the war. Students could write an editorial as to whether Canada’s response should be limited so that Canadian boys did not fight in the front lines.

The next move would be to Events: The Canadian order of Battle: The Dieppe Raid.

On the Diary Theme, have students read through the material and then consider the quote near the bottom of the page, or the look at the fourth picture down “Officers and men examining a stranded Churchill Tank”. Students write a diary entry as the soldier who is quoted (Lt-Col Dollard Ménard, Fusiliers Mont-Royal) or as one of the soldiers lying on the beach beside the tank waiting to be evacuated (after he finds himself back in England of course).

Conversely, students could consider the section on Lessons Learned from Dieppe near the bottom of the page, and then write an editorial on the logic of the Dieppe Raid.
This lesson holds true to the adage, ‘a picture is worth a thousands words”.

This lesson could be done in class using a data projector or by developing an instruction page and having the students explore it on their own or in partners if you have a lab available.

Because it can be done as a complete visual, it is useful for applied students as well. Developing a worksheet using the questions below with blanks for their answers would help them to focus and gather the information/

Click on “Events” (The Battle of the Atlantic and then scroll down to Map: Convoy Route 1939. Expand the image.

Note the legend, especially the red dots for merchant ships sunk and the green swastikas for U-boats sunk.

Click on 1938 on the timeline at the bottom; Students will note the lovely clear Atlantic – no red dots, no green swastikas.

Click on 1939: Visual estimate: number of ships sunk compared to number of U-boats sunk (about 4:1).

Ask students where most of the action is taking place. 

Click on 1940: What has changed here? Where are merchant ships being sunk? Where are U-boats most in danger? What is happening along the North American coastline?

Click on 1941: How has the pattern changed for merchant ships? For U-boats? What is happening in the Mediterranean? The North Atlantic? Close to North America?

Click on 1942: How does the use of aircraft protection change the pattern of merchant ships sunk? What is happening along the coast of North America now? Who seems to be winning?

Click on 1943: What evidence is there in this map that the tide is beginning to turn in favour of the Allies? What is the impact of air support?

Click on 1944: What is your first reaction when you see this map? How has land-based air-support changed?

Click on 1945: Where are German U-boats concentrating their efforts? How can you tell? What evidence is there that the Allies have won the Battle in the Atlantic?
