TASK
You are an economist working for the Canadian Foundation for Economic Education (CFEE). You have been assigned the task of creating a package of case studies for three units on the Grade 12 Economics course in Ontario. For each of the three units that you select, you must provide one newspaper/ magazine story for the students to read, a series of questions that students will respond to in order to demonstrate their understanding of the news story in terms of how it relates to the unit of study and an answer set for the teacher guide that will accompany the Case Study Package. Articles must be within this school year and about Canada. (No internet sources)

PROCESS
1) Select 3 units from the course. From each of your selected units, choose a significant concept on which to focus (See attached list).

2) Find one news article for each of the selected concepts. The articles MUST be from different sources (eg. newspaper or magazine) and MUST be between October ’05 and May ’06. Provide the appropriate citation for the news article (use MLA) ON the article itself)

3) For each article that you select, choose 3 – 5 questions for students to answer. At least one of the questions must require the student to quote a passage from the article. In answering the 3 – 5 questions, students should also be required to explain material using at least 3 appropriate terms related to the concept that is being focused on and must include analysis of at least three stakeholders. The article is to be prepared as ‘teacher ready’ – so no loose ends off a page, questions with the article, and the source cited properly.

4) For each article you are to produce an Answer Set to be used as a guide by teachers. Begin each answer set with a brief 3 – 5 sentence statement as to why the article is useful for studying the economic concepts and connect to trends in the economy. This should be followed by the answers to the student questions, which are written in full paragraphs using appropriate language. Any of the economic terms must be written in bold type and underlined.

Appendix B: Newspaper Column Task

The task is to write a column for a newspaper with a specific political slant (conservative, neo-conservative, liberal, or socialist). Your goal is to analyze the recent economic data for Canada and the impact on two stakeholders. 

You are a feature newspaper economics columnist for this publication (identify a specific publication and/or political slant). You have been asked to research the most current economic data that includes: GDP, changes in GDP, unemployment rate, inflation rate, balance of trade, poverty level, and productivity. Analyze this data and the impact on at least two stakeholders. Then compare Canada’s economic conditions to those of previous quarters and other countries.

Your audience is the public, and you need to convince them that your analysis is accurate and believable.

Task

· Identify the political slant of your newspaper and of your newspaper column.

· Research current economic data (as well as the data from two previous quarters for Canada, and the current economic performance of two other countries). Include the statistics for GDP, unemployment rate, inflation rate, balance of trade and poverty rate. Display the statistics in an interesting and visual manner (graphs, charts, etc.) to demonstrate the comparisons.

· Begin analysis of this data for impact on at least two stakeholders in Canada. One stakeholder must be workers. The others could be exporters, producers, business owners, CEOs, or a socio-economic group.

· Include an evaluation of the validity of these economic indicators.

· Identify the impact of these economic data on Canada’s growth.

· Compare this current economic data to the data from two previous quarters and two other countries.

· Include at least two quotes from authentic experts to support your view.

· Include facts, opinions, and arguments within your column.

· Conclude with observations or predictions on the impact of these indicators for the stakeholders and/or the country.

· Include a bibliography in proper format with your column (as identified by your teacher), with a minimum of three sources.
