Fact, Opinion and Argument

Facts are:

· Exact, specific

· Things that have taken place

· Things that can be investigated and found to be true

Example:
Central Peel S.S. was built in 1960.

Opinions are:

· Conclusions, views, thoughts or feelings

· Are not exact and they are not proven

· Vague/unclear statements about the past, present or future

Example: 
The metal tower at the front of the school is an ugly eyesore.

Arguments are:

· Reasons given to support or reject a view one has 

· Explanations that indicate why an event has, is or will happen

· Attempts to prove something by using reasons, evidence and facts as support

Example:
Since the school is an older building, it will continue to require more repairs than newer schools.
