	Newfoundland	- 150,000	- economy depended on staples


	Nova Scotia	- 325,000	  fish, timber, food products


	Prince Edward Island	-   80,000	- depended on British market


	New Brunswick	- 250,000	  which was disappearing as 				  British tariffs were lowered


- needed a market for goods    - temporarily solved problem with a


 Reciprocity Treaty, 1854    - free trade between U.S. and Br. North America

- also benefited from free trade with U.S.


- Ontario and Quebec joined together in 1840’s under one government


- Ontario was the ‘wheat belt’


- both Ont. and Que. depended on selling of staples such as timber


- start of the Industrial Revolution in North America


- era of railway building e.g. Grand Trunk Railway (from Sarnia to Maine)


- wanted to build  an Intercolonial Railway from Ontario to Nova Scotia


- wanted to open the west to settlement








BRITISH COLUMBIA





- less than 10,000 settlers


- feared being overrun by Americans looking for gold








PRAIRIES





- owned by the Hudson’s Bay Company


- few settlers

CANADAS





-political deadlock in government


-virtually impossible to get legislation passed


-series of governments in the 1850’s   -no clear majority








GREAT COALITION, 1864





-Macdonald’s Conservatives, Cartier’s Bleus and Brown’s Grits


-a temporary coalition  -put aside differences to find a solution








MARITIMES





-distant, isolated, small in population


-declining economy based on fishing, lumbering & shipbuilding


-did not want to get involved with Canadians


-feared being a powerless minority


-at first tried to work out a Maritime union   -too small


-agreed to sit down and talk about a large union with Canadas


-attracted by the scheme to build a railway from Ontario to either 


 Saint Johns or Halifax  -would help to stimulate their economy








THE AMERICAN THREAT





Canada’s Position - U.S. Civil War


-most Canadians supported North -40,000 join Northern armies (4,000 died)


-40,000 escaped slaves came here via the Underground Railway


BUT - Britain favoured the South -needed cotton for its textile mills


So - officially Canada had to side with the South








TRENT AFFAIR





-British steamer - “Trent” - stopped by Northern warship in 1861


-two Confederates on way to negotiate an alliance with Brit. 


- taken off the “Trent” at gunpoint


-Britain outraged - sent 14,000 soldiers to Canada


-in winter no railway from Saint John so had to travel overland


-realized the difficulty of defending Canada from U.S. attack


PUSH TO UNION(could build Intercolonial Railway (Saint John(Toronto)


	                             Canadians could then unite to defend themselves








ST. ALBAN’S RAID





-23 Confederate spies raided St. Alban’s, Vermont in 1864


-robbed three banks -killed two Northerners


-used Montreal as a base


-Canadian court acquitted them


-North outraged -later ended Reciprocity Agreement 


-said would pursue future raiders across Canadian border


-North had a veteran army of 2,000,000 soldiers 


-would they invade Canada after the Civil War?








FENIANS (I.R.A. today’s equivalent)





-Irish-American nationalists -raids on B.N.A. in 1866


-planned to invade Canada  -then deal for an independent Ireland


-Fenian raiders crossed the border at Niagara and New Brunswick


-both invasions defeated (especially important in New Brunswick)


-helped the pro-Union forces under Leonard Tilley win an election








End of Reciprocity





-Americans canceled the Reciprocity (Free Trade) Agreement in 1866


-Canadas & Maritimes lost access to American markets


-looked as if they would fall into a serious depression


-only a temporary recession








Push to Union





-Canadas & Maritimes believed they could establish their own markets


-3 1/2 million people would therefore not depend so much on Brit. or U.S.





CONFEDERATION ACHIEVED





CHARLOTTETOWN CONFERENCE, 1864





- first meeting of leaders from Canada and Maritimes


- realized benefits of a union - would solve common economic, political and


  defence problems - agreed in principle to send delegates to another meeting


- John A. Macdonald/George Cartier/Charles Tupper/Leonard Tilley





QUEBEC CONFERENCE, 1864





- Macdonald & Tilley proposed a federal system with a strong central gov’t


- delegates worked out details of a union, ‘Quebec Resolution’


- wanted to avoid States rights issue and Civil War like U.S.


- next step was to have plan approved by Colonial legislatures








OPPOSITION TO CONFEDERATION





MARITIMES


- Liberal leader, Joseph Howe led opposition 


- Fenian Raids threatened New Brunswick


- cancellation of the U.S. reciprocity agreement


  especially threatened the Maritimes


- both New Brunswick and Nova Scotia legislatures 


  approved Confederation





CANADA


- Confederation widely supported in Canada West    - Canada East was split


- Rouge opposition leader, A.A. Dorion said Confederation would put French


  Canada at mercy of English majority - French would lose their culture


- opposition overcome by Georges Cartier who said U.S. was the worst threat 


  and the French could best protect their way of life by joining Confederation


- results of the vote in Canadian legislature
