  joint U.S./Canada defense of N. America 

  Canada in strategic territory in the nuclear age

  sits between U.S. and Russia

  shortest route for bombers and missiles is over the North Pole

  radar stations/fighter planes/missiles - three elements for protection

  started by Prime Minister Diefenbaker & President Eisenhower in 1957

BOMARC  MISSILE  CRISIS
  U.S. wanted Canada to use nuclear-tipped BOMARC missiles as part of the NOR.A.D. air defense alliance

  Diefenbaker said ‘yes’ then ‘no’

  Americans turned against Diefenbaker - helped Liberals in 1963 election

  Pearson won  - agreed to use nuclear warheads

VIETNAM  CONFLICT
  Kennedy sent U.S. advisors to South Vietnam

  Johnson sent in 500,000 U.S. soldiers - major conflict

  Canadians practiced ‘Quiet Diplomacy’ - diplomats & politicians worked behind the scenes to influence U.S. policy in Vietnam

  no open criticism of the U.S. under Pearson

  complicity - Canada went along with U.S. policy (partner in wrongdoing)

  Canadian industry supplied parts for various weapons systems


 e.g. guidance systems for missiles, jet engines for fighters and bombers
