Create one of each type of syllogism in both valid and invalid forms using nouns and real situations (not letters or numbers) including Categorical, Disjunctive, Hypothetical and Mixed Hypothetical syllogisms (you will create 4 valid ones and 4 invalid ones). You can't steal ideas from the textbook, sorry. These syllogisms must be original. [8]

For each type of informal fallacy listed in your textbook, create a graphic organizer or chart to come up with your one example or situation which accurately demonstrates each fallacy. You must have an original example for all seventeen (17) fallacies. Don't be rude or crude. [17]

3.
Fallacies and the media. Out of the 17 fallacies, find one (1) clipping example from the print or electronic media (newspapers, magazines or the internet) for any FIVE (5) fallacies. Explain the fallacy in each media example. [5]

4.
Based on our viewing of Michael Moore's film Fahrenheit 9/11, identify five (5) different examples of informal fallacies used by this filmmaker. [5]

Logic Cartoon: Complete each of the following: [20]

· Write out a brief argument in sentence-paragraph form. 

· Now, put this argument into the form of a syllogism with two premises and a conclusion. 

· Now, turn your argument into a visual form by creating a four or six panel cartoon which illustrates your argument without captions. 

· Make your logic cartoon appear like a cartoon found in any major newspaper.
