(c) The current problems with the Senate's activities or day to day business with relevant supporting points or facts.

(d) Methods of reform – you must provide an analysis of Preston Manning's Triple "E" Senate and come up with one of your own methods to reform the Senate.  Simply abolishing or getting rid of the Senate is not an option
