Pre-Museum Set-up
· Bring your artifacts and anything you need for your display to the library.  It opens at 8:30 in the morning.
· Set up in the library anytime after 12:00 pm.
· You must be ready to start at 12:20, so you will have to take a shorter lunch for these days. This allows us to visit each station for 10 minutes

· Think about what you are going to say before Tuesday, this way what you say will be more convincing, rehearsed and professional.
· Remember to let your period 4 teacher know that you will be late on your presentation day

· Museum Display
· Be ready to go at 12:20 (for our class).
· The students visiting will arrive at 12:50; accommodate them as they start to visit

· Locate your civilization clearly on a map, go over time frame

· Give an interesting overview of your civilization; use the PERSIAT as a guide.
· Do not read your notes, nor state everything there is to know, highlight important details that you consider important (Remember you should think about this before Tuesday).
· Share this task with your partner.
· Engage your visitors in your display.  This might include asking what they think the artifact is ,  is used for and why it is important.
· Identify your artifacts and explain why they are a “legacy”(do so for your touring colleagues’ artifacts too).
· Allow for some “hands on” activity at your station (handling the artifact, looking at additional resources that you have included)

· What you do as a visitor
· Take notes on the data collection sheet provided.
· This will be (1) used for your Legacy essay on the exam and (2) the final entry in your “Legacy Folder”

· Be an engaged and enthusiastic visitor.
· Yield to the visitors from the elementary school as they are our guests (if you miss anything you can always check it out tomorrow).

-  include 3 quotations, properly cited (MLA format)
