MEDICAL CURES RECOMMENDED BY ALBERTUS MAGNUS








EPILEPSY:





Take some part of the hind leg of a calf, also part of a bone of a human body, from a graveyard; pulverize both, mix the mass well, and give the patient three points of a knife-full…





COLDS,  AN  ESPECIALLY  PROVEN  POWDER:





Burn the blood and skin of a hare in a new earthen jar; dissolve the ashes in warm water.  Let him take a spoonful before breakfast.  It is astonishing what a powerful effect this powder exercises.





FEVER,  A  REMEDY:





Cut the ear of a cat; let three large drops of blood fall in some brandy; add pepper thereto, and give it to the patient to drink.
