Description: This culminating activity for Medieval Unit is connected to History Bites Program and  includes rubric and minimal instructions.

Medieval Unit Culminating Activity

The purpose of this activity is to bring to a close our study of medieval Europe.  For this exercise, the class will be divided into groups of four or five.  Each group is to present a History Bites program from 10-15 minutes in length for an assigned period of medieval history. The presentations can either be video taped or live.  The time periods are as follows:

1. Early Medieval Europe (476-750)

2. Early Medieval Europe (750-1050)

3. Late Medieval Europe (1050-1250)

4. Late Medieval Europe (1250-1450)

This assignment draws largely on the text World Civilization:  A Comparative Study, and the timelines on pages 214-215 in particular should be noted.
